Assessment Summary:

Students will create a written musical composition in Rondo form (ABACA) that utilizes the elements of notation. Students will discriminate among qualities of intervals of sound for a musical composition. Students will hand write their original piece. Investigation of a composer’s work through auditory discovery and visual score reading will enhance their assessment. Students will develop skill in singing and/or playing their completed piece. Students will use a group scoring rubric to critique their own work and the work of others.

Extension (opportunity is built in to extend or demonstrate sophistication in order to reach a rubric score of four):

· Composition can use more sophisticated elements.

· Student can further research composer(s) for information and ideas.

· Student can practice performance outside of the class.

· Student can assist others in group or other groups in development of sections.

· Composition can add harmony to the basic melody.

· Student can transcribe the hand written music into a software notation program.

Teacher Notes for Rondo Form Assessment

Provide each student with a packet that contains the following:

· Rondo form Worksheet 

· Rondo Form Lesson Rubric

· Self and Peer Evaluation Rubric

Review note values and rest values on bottom of worksheet
Review Vocabulary:
treble clef
bar line
measure
double bar line
dynamics
time signature
Students will use their worksheet to generate their own 4 measure composition.
Partners will choose the time signature and agree to all use the same one.
Students may use a xylophone to hear their melody and experiment with tones.
Caution students about using complicated rhythms – keep playback in mind.
Remind students that they should use the K.I.S.S. method – Keep It Simple, Silly
Remind them to refer to the rubric as they work.
Only notes from Middle C to Treble C should be allowed for ease of playback on xylophones.
No sharps, flats, naturals as the xylophones are diatonic.
Legibility should be enforced. Manuscript will be played in its’ entirety and must match the worksheets exactly.
Worksheets will be approved by the teacher for accuracy and to see if all guidelines are being followed. Offer helpful suggestions to improve.
Any changes to the four measures on the worksheet must be approved and initialed.
Final copies may be started once the sections have been approved.
All sections must be complete and final manuscripts done before performance.
Performance should be done with only the group and teacher. It does not have to be performed in a continuous piece, but may be performed one section at a time.
Performance Scoring will be based on the following rubric:
4 – Completely correct: rhythms, steady beat, notes
3.5 – One of the above areas was lacking.
3 – Two areas were lacking or one area was lacking and there was a single wrong note or rhythm.
2 – Some combination of Two areas and a single wrong note or rhythm
1 – All areas were lacking.
